
Make a White Lion  

      
   What you need: 
 
   2 white chenille pipe cleaners 30 cm long 
   1 regular white pipe cleaner 15 cm long 
   White chenille wool 
   Regular white wool 
   Card 
   Glue 

             Scissors 
 
The Body 
 
1. Take one chenille pipe cleaner, and bend twice,   
      following diagram 1,  to form the lion’s back and two legs. 
 
2. Double the legs back up on themselves and twist to keep in place  
 
 
 
 
3. Repeat with the other chenille pipe cleaner 
 
4. Twist both chenille pipe cleaners together along 

the backs,  to form the body of the lion 
 
5. Twist the plain white pipe cleaner along around the back of the lion, 

leaving some out at one end for the tail, and also in front turned up to 
attach the head. 

 
6. Bend the ends of the pipe cleaners forward to 

make the feet 
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7. Wrap cotton wool around the back to pad out the body. 
 
8. Wrap chenille wool around the back, covering the 

cotton wool. 
 
9. Turn the tip of the tail back on itself, and put  a little 

piece of cotton wool in the fold to make the tail. 
 
 
The Head 
 
1. Cut a piece of card about 7 cm by 7 cm.  
 
2. Using the regular white wool, wrap it 30 times 

around the card. 
 
3. Gently slip the wool off the card, and tie a long 

piece of wool tightly around the middle. 
 
4. With the scissors, snip the loops to make the 

mane 
 
5. Tie the wool ball onto the pipe cleaner piece you 

left sticking up for the head, tying around the 
body to secure. 

 
6. Print the lion’s face onto card, using our 

template, or draw your own, and cut out. 
 
7. Glue the lion’s face onto the wool ball. 
 
8. Done!
